Blue or pink which would you choose?
Soda or juice which would you choose?
From when we were little babies we have been making choices. We choose whether to laugh or cry.
We chose to walk instead of crawl.
We began to choose what we liked best instead of what we did not like.

How many of you like to go out and eat? First we choose a restaurant and then we get a menu and choose what
we would like to eat.

How many of you have chosen something you did not like. What did mom or dad say?
Life is full of choices - most we make are good and some we make are not so good.

But how do we make good choices? Look at the attached picture - EXERCISE OF FOCUSSING for 45
seconds, then close your eyes.

In our collect we asked God, from whom all good proceeds, to inspire us to think the things that are right.

To think the right things. Sometimes our mind is all jumbled up like the picture we have just looked at, but what
God is asking of us is to focus on Jesus. To make a choice in the light of us focusing on Jesus.

In everything we do, in the words that we use, and in the actions that we
make, before we say or do anything we must take a few seconds and focus on Jesus so that all we say or do is a
reflection of him.
